
HANNINGTON PARISH COUNCIL

DRAFT Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 19th February 2019 at 7.00 pm; Hannington Village Hall

Present: Cllr. Robert Finlayson (Chairman), Cllr. Clare Kinnear, Cllr Janusz Hertz, Cllr Oliver Larminie and Cllr. Nick Duffield.
Also present: County Cllr Rhydian Vaughan (HCC), Borough Cllr Donald Sherlock (BDBC), and Chris Pottinger (note taker on behalf of Clerk).   There was one member of the public present.

001/19: Welcome by Chairman, Apologies for absence and declarations of interest.
The Chairman opened the meeting by welcoming all Councillors, and members of the public.  Leonie Browne sent her apologies for absence due to maternity leave.

There were no declarations of interest.  However, a question had been formally raised regarding Cllr Hertz and his involvement with shooting on land owned by Lord Sainsbury, on which there had been a planning application ( see Freemantle Farm below).  Cllr Hertz had provided a full and detailed statement regarding his shooting in that area of the parish.  His explanation was accepted unanimously, and the decision was there was No Declarable Interest.   Copies of the relevant correspondence are on file with the Clerk.

002/19: Minutes of Council meeting on 11th December 2018 for approval.
The draft minutes had been circulated to all Councillors in advance of the meeting. These were approved by the Council and signed by the Chairman, in accordance with Schedule 12, para 41(2) of the Local Government Act 1972, which states, “the minutes of the proceedings of meetings of a local authority may be recorded on loose leaves consecutively numbered, the minutes of the proceedings of any meeting being signed, and each leaf comprising those minutes being initialed, at the same or next suitable meeting of the authority, by the person presiding thereat, and any minute purporting to be so signed shall be received in evidence without further proof.” 

003/19: Matters Arising (not covered elsewhere on the agenda)
C. Pottinger informed the Council that the list of Outstanding Items from the meetings up to and including December 18 that was considered at the December meeting were not available.  The Council was therefore limited to considering the Actions taken with respect to the December Minutes approved at 002/19 above.

The Clerk was authorised to amend the list accordingly and to include any new actions arising from the February 2019 meeting.  In reviewing the Minutes of the December meeting, the Council concluded that all issues were adequately updated in the review or were dealt with elsewhere on the February agenda.
ACTIONS OUTSTANDING FROM December 2018 meeting: The Clerk was asked to amend the risk register on the two points raised by Cllr. Hertz. It was additionally agreed that the Clerk would look into opening a second bank account with Lloyds. 

004/19: Correspondence
The Clerk had confirmed via email in advance of the meeting that all items of correspondence (listed on the Agenda at Item 6) that she had received prior to the meeting had been circulated to Councillors and that no actions were identified.

005/19: Public observations:
The Clerk had reported via email that she had not received any. None were raised at the meeting.

007/19: County Councillor’s report:
Cllr Rhydian Vaughan gave an update on the financial position of the County Council for the coming year.  He said the Council were under severe pressure, substantially caused by the limited funding to be received from Central Government.  Once again, the Council had to make harsh decisions regarding the continued provision of some services, in order to protect the most vulnerable, and ability to raise funds through Council Tax to meet the funding gap.  HCC were planning to increase the Council Tax by 2.99% for 2019/2020.

008/19 Borough Councillor’s report:
Cllr Donald Sherlock explained that B&DBC were also under financial pressure but were able to continue to manage that pressure through access to its Reserves and non-Council Tax income.  The Council was therefore able to proceed with the planned developments in Basingstoke including the Leisure Centre.  He reported the Manydown Development was also in hand.

Cllr Sherlock informed the meeting that as he was standing down at the May Borough Elections this would be the last occasion he would be attending the Parish Council meeting, as a Borough Councillor.  The Council asked the Clerk to formally record its thanks in recognition of the help and support that Donald had given the Parish Council for the last eight years.

009/19:  Council Elections 2nd May 2019, and Arrangements for Annual Parish Meeting
9.i Council Elections 2nd May 2019
Parish Councillors are elected to serve for a period of four years.  Hannington Parish Council has FIVE positions to be filled.  If current parish councillors wish to stand a for a further period, than current Parish Councillors have to stand for election in the same way as any other member of the public.

If there are MORE THAN FIVE applicants, then there will be an Election.  This is administered by the Borough Council and is run alongside any other Borough, County, National Elections.

If there are FIVE or LESS applicants, all are appointed to the vacant posts.  Further efforts can then be taken to fill any vacancies e.g. by co-option.

Hannington Parish Council must have AT LEAST THREE Parish Councillors to be quorate i.e. to be able to function and take legal decisions.

Parish Councillor Clare Kinnear confirmed that she is standing as a Borough Councillor, and will therefore NOT be standing as a Parish Councillor.  

COUNCIL AGREED that ACTION is necessary to engage with the public, and to encourage residents to come forward for Election.

9.ii Arrangements for Annual Parish Meeting (Assembly)
The Council’s Standing Orders require that “In an election year, the annual meeting of the Council shall be held on or within 14 days following the day on which the new councillors elected take office.”  
The Annual Parish Meeting (Assembly) of a Parish or Town Council is a feature unique to Parish and Town Councils as it must be held by law each year. [Local Government Act (LGA) 1972 Schedule (Sch.) 12 section 14 (1)]
It should not be confused with the Annual General Meeting (AGM) of a Parish Council. The AGM is a Council Meeting and the occasion when the Parish Council and only the members of the Parish, elect their Chairman for the year ahead.
Using the term Annual Parish Meeting (Assembly) helps to avoid confusion.  Whilst the Annual general Meeting MUST be held within 14 days of the date of the Election, the Annual Parish Meeting (Assembly) must be held between 1st March and 1st June (both dates inclusive) every year. It must not start before 18.00 hours to allow people to attend after work. [LGA 1972 Sch. 12 section 14 (1), (4).]
It is common practice to hold these two meetings on the same evening but they MAY NOT BE HELD AS THE SAME MEETING.
COUNCIL DECISION: both the Annual General Meeting of the Parish Council and the Annual Parish Meeting are to be held on 14th May 2019.  
COUNCIL DECISION: (December 2019) that the Council would publish at the Annual Parish Meeting what had been achieved over the last four years.
ACTION: Chairman and Clerk 

010/19 GDPR
Cllr Hertz provided the Council with the following update 
i) Privacy Notice:
A reference to the ‘Privacy Notice’ will be set in every one of our Cllrs/Clerk emails as a mandatory item using the Microsoft email functionality to do this.  Moreover, the Privacy Notice will also be referenced in the MailChimp email update shots that will be sent out by the Clerk to the HPC Email List of subscribers.

COUNCIL AGREED: in principle, to the GDPR proposed document contents and the Summary ‘Privacy Notice'. Release and publication will be held back until  the Council has fully reviewed and properly formatted the presentation of these documents. 

ii) Data Breach Response – Insurance: 
Given the serious nature of a cyber breach and the associated penalties involved, COUNCIL AGREED to extend Council’s HPC Insurance to cover Data Breach Response from immediate effect for an additional annual premium of £56. 
ACTION: CLERK to process payment..
iii) Creation of a GDPR compliant HPC email list – ‘collect consent’ using the MailChimp interface:
The HPC have agreed that a GDPR compliant email list for use by the parish clerk is to be created. Cllr Hertz informed Council:
a. At the Parish Council’s request, Hugo Fox has developed a working interface to MailChimp on the HPC website such that the HPC are positioned to create its own ‘email list’ that is GDPR compliant.
b. The MailChimp interface is very much restricted and it has been made available to the HPC at Hugo Fox’s discretion. 
c. As the users of the HPC website use the MailChimp interface to automatically compile the ‘HPC email list’ on the MailChimp platform, Hugo Fox will test and monitor the impact on their system.
d. Future options may be available to position the MailChimp interface elsewhere on the HPC website other than currently on the side bar once the database has been enhanced.
e. In the event of any unexpected significant impact by the use of MailChimp on the HPC website or on the Hugo Fox system the MailChimp interface will be ‘pulled’.
f. Cllr Hertz has successfully  ‘pilot tested’ the interface and the complete email registration process i.e. automated subscription and un-scribing to the HPC email list.
g. Further test work with the MailChimp application is required to develop a ‘standard email template’ for distribution for use by the parish clerk. The template will need to incorporate a method of referencing document attachments that can be downloaded by the recipients of the email.
h. Cllr Hertz had previously circulated a ‘test email subscription form’ on the HPC.
COUNCIL AGREED that once the system had been fully tested and was‘operational’, Hanningtom residents would be informed that this facility would the formal communication route by the Council to the ‘public’, and that residents would be encouraged to ‘sign-up’ to this facility.
ACTION: Cllr Hertz and Clerk.

011/19 Planning applications:

i.) Folly Farm: NOTED that planning permission had been granted by BDBC 13th February 2019. Council asked the Clerk to record its disappointment at this decision as it considered that the development would add to the concerns regarding the potential dangers of driving on the A339 and in particular with traffic from Hannington accessing/exiting the major road.
ii.) Green Burial Site: NOTED that this planning application was still subject to discussion by BDBC and no decision had yet been made.  Once again, Council expressed its concern regarding traffic to and from Hannington, plus the more specific concerns with traffic for the burial site causing traffic problems on the single track roads from the A339 to the burial site. 
iii.) Manydown Housing: Council were informed by Cllr Sherlock that consideration was being given to ways in which the junctions on the A339 might be improved so as to ease traffic flow and reduce potential hazards.
iv.) Freemantle Farm, Hannington Road: This had been targeted for the DC meeting on January 9th, and a site visit was due to take place from the 4th January 2019.  No decision had been made at the DC meeting.  The applicant had been asked to look for an alternative site for the ‘enabling development’.
Cllr Finlayson outlined how the planning application had been considered previously by HPC:-
· Sept 2017… letter of Objection sent by HPC;
· May 2018… applicant had taken on board the concerns with siting the srtand alone development and had moved its position away from Ashe Lane;
· October 2018… following various emails by Cllrs, the Council meeting did not discuss the latest proposal and did not formally Object;
· February 2019…  BDBC had continued to presume that HPC were Objecting to the planning application, as the Clerk had not submitted a letter to the contrary.  Initially the Council thought it appropriate that the Chairman should write to BDBC detailing the above, explain that it did NOT object to the amended planning application.  However, on further detailed discussion on the implications of ‘enabling development’ with regards planning applications, The Parish Council concluded that under normal circumstances it would Object to the latest planning application due to its isolated position.  Therefore, whilst it fully supported the need for funding to enable the essential repair and renovation of the barn, the Parish Council unanimously accepted the BDBC decision and AGREED that the applicant should look for an alternative site ‘within the Borough’ for the ‘enabling development’.
ACTION: Chairman to write to BDBC accordingly.
012/19: Roads, Footpaths and Bridleways
12.a: Update on Highways Matters: Cllr. Hertz confirmed that the following works are scheduled to proceed on Summer Down Lane from Meadham Lane to the A339 on the current programme. 
i. Patching Works are going ahead on the 26th of Feb during the day under a road closure.  
ii. Then Surface Dressing will  be undertaken on the 31st of March (weather permitting).  
12. b. Update on Footpath & Bridleways: Cllr Hertz informed the Council that HCC Countryside Services have reviewed FP 7104 and undertaken the following work to benefit those parishioners who are not as mobile as they used to be on 8th February 2019,
i. Installed steps and a handrail leading onto FP7104, known by locals as ‘Huggies’, at the junction with Hannington Road at the South end of the village.
ii. Located two marker posts at the end of Huggies and the other at the ‘official location’ at the top of the field. A footpath will be cut across the crop between these two marker posts. It should be noted that the footpath had wondered some 30 metres from the Hampshire Definitive Map of Public Rights of Way.

iii. Cllr Hertz bought 3 bags of 20mm shingle for £5.97 to put on the steps when the mud had settled.
Council thanked Cllr Hertz and the HCC Countryside Team for their efforts in addressing this problem, and in successfully receting the steps from the footpath to the road.
AGREED: the Clerk to refund Cllr Hertz the bringing and the £5.97 he had incurred.
Cllr Kinnear informed Council of the significant improvements to the footpath behind the church.  The Council thanked the Lowries for their effort especially with regards the provision of the chippings. 
12.c. Lengthsman Scheme Report:  None received.  Item deferred.
12 d. Snow Plan document: Corrections and amendments, including contact details for Emergency BDBC assistance during inclement weather, had been emailed to the Clerk
AGREED: Clerk to post latest version on the HPC website and have it circulated to residents via Barbaramail ASAP.  It might seem late for 2018/19, but last year’s ‘Beast from the East’ was very late in arriving!.
12 e. A339 Parishes and Kingclere PC meeting 17th Dec ‘18:  Minutes of the meeting had been circulated to the HPC Cllrs by Cllr Hertz .  A follow up meeting may be scheduled by the Clerk of KPC.  On receipt of permission from the residents of Ibworth , a 'Highways Report' that was commissioned by the residents re planning application 17/00103/FUL was  passed onto Hannah Roper, Principal Transport Planner, Strategic Transport, HCC

013/19: Finance: 
13. a: Financial Update: no papers received.  Item deferred to next meeting.
COUNCIL AGREED that Chairman and Clerk discuss the timing of the next meeting so as to best accommodate the timetable for Closing Accounts 2018/19, recognizing the next meeting of the Council is not currently planned to take place until 14th May 2019 after the May Elections.
13.b: External Audit arrangements – PKF Littlejohn have confirmed that further information will be circulated to Councils in March 2019.
13.c: Asset Register: a draft Asset Register had been circulated in advance of the meeting.
COUNCIL CONFIRMED that  ALL assets included on the register were still in existence and AGREED the content of the Register.
13.d. Renewal of Microsoft Licences and software subscriptions.  Clerk had informed Council via email that she had been in contact with the licence providers, and was waiting for their response.
COUNCIL AGREED, to the payment of the licences and subscriptions in line with the financial provisions made in the Budget 2018/19, noting that payment would be required before the end of the current financial year.   
014/19: Broadband:  Hannington Village fibre implementation - Kingsclere 8: 
Cllr Hertz provided the following Status Update as at Friday 15th February.
a. The fibre cable is ‘believed’ to be already run through the underground ducting beneath the high tension power cables along Summer Down Lane, between the two spans of telegraph poles, however, that is to be checked that it in fact the cabling exists. If not installed a minimum of one month of delay will be incurred.
b. At the junction with the A339 and Rectory Lane/Summer Down Lane, the fibre cable has been run under the A339. It is now awaiting connection with the fibre cable on the telegraph pole.
c. At Sandford Springs, a fibre cable needs to be installed for some 400m in the ductwork running under the nearby lay-by roadway and connected. The work has had financial approval to proceed – the Openreach contractors are now scheduling the work for 5th March.
d. From the Sandford Springs side of the A339 a fibre cable is to be installed under the A339 in one of the three ducts available and connected. Now roped and has been sub ducted as at  13th Feb.
e. At the A339 end, of the span of telegraph poles near the village, Openreach contractors are to dig out the bank, as the duct mouth is not easily accessible - it appears the pole has been moved at some time.  Additional work has been authorised to renew 2 cables feeding up the pole to allow Openreach to bury joints currently laying on top of the ground.  Schedulked for 5th March.
Conflict between 'HCC Better Basic Broadband Subsidy Scheme' and the new  Broadband Universal Service Obligation (USO) 10Mb minimum to consumers.
IMPACT: HPC have at least 3 communities - Ibworth, White Lane and North Oakley that will not get superfast broadband for the foreseeable future but may elect to go for the 'HCC Better Basic Broadband Subsidy Scheme' or its ‘new’ equivalent to obtain an alternate broadband service, e.g. satellite or HiWifi.  Funding support may be precluded from the USO 10Mb scheme in 2020 if they have previously accepted a 'public intervention'?

The following question has been raised by Cllr Hertz, on behalf of these communities, with Glenn Peacey, HCC Superfast Broadband Programme Manager on the 12th February:
 “So - by 2020, a year from now - does the 'HCC Better Basic Broadband Subsidy Scheme' conflict with the ‘eligibility’ requirements of the Order 2018 Number 445 to the extent that those folks who originally took/take  advantage of the HCC scheme [or do so in future until 2020] are disadvantaged and are deemed no longer eligible to participate in the 445 USO i.e. because they availed themselves of a 'public intervention' (HCC funds) to install say HiWifi or Satellite? . . . .

 . . . Are you able to find a credible source that can clarify the position very clearly for those folks (and me) who are thinking of availing themselves of the 'HCC Better Basic Broadband Subsidy Scheme'. If they avail themselves of the 'HCC Better Basic Broadband Subsidy Scheme' will they fail the eligibility criteria for the USO 10Mb scheme in 2020?”
NB. The HCC Superfast Broadband Programme as from this year is no longer administer on behalf of DCMS the 'HCC Better Basic Broadband Subsidy Scheme' . The administration is done by the product supplier chosen by the applicant.
