001/21.Welcome by Chairman. 
The Chairman welcomed all to the meeting. Councillors were reminded that any changes to their register of interests be reported to BDBC.

002/21. Minutes.
       The minutes were approved and signed as a true record.

003/21. Matters arising if not covered on the agenda.
      It was agreed that, following a request by Cl. Kinnear, the Council would request a copy of the Electoral register, in order to contact residents regarding the Jubilee and Village Fete. It was confirmed that this document would only be viewed by one person and would not be made public.
As she was stepping down, the Council wished to thank Barbara for her help and tireless work in running Barbaramail and pointed out what an invaluable asset this has been to Hannington. C. Kinnear would be taking over from Barbara and the Council thanked her for this.
       
004/21. County Councillor’s report.
A copy of Cllr. Vaughan’s report had been circulated to Councillors and would be placed onto the website. He reported that the Council was looking at speed limits and policing these around the County and he and the Council discussed methods that could be used to reduce speeding. £100,000 had been put aside for Parishes to hold their Jubilee celebrations but Cllr. Vaughan noted that in this current financial climate, Councils would have flexibility to spend this money on essential items/services. He mentioned the Lengthsman Scheme, praising how successful it was, but warned that it might not be able to continue and expressed regret at this.
005/21. Borough Councillors’ reports.
Cllr. Frost would circulate his report around the Council and it would be placed onto the website.

006/21. Roads, footpaths and bridleways.
a.) Update on Highways matters. 
Nothing to report
b.) Update on footpaths and bridleways
With regards to the three kissing gates at Hannington House field, C. Kinnear agreed that she would contact the Greenham Common Trust to enquire about financial assistance to repair them. As a last resort, BDBC could be contacted to look into CIL funds for this purpose. Cllr. Keogh had no concerns to report.

007/21. Open Spaces
a.) To discuss the installation of a flagpole
 Cllr. Whitfield raised concerns about the proximity of it to a listed building (the Wellhead) and it was agreed that the two could be kept separate. The Council agreed it would be wiser to physically meet on the Green to look at and confirm the best position for the proposed flagpole. The legalities of obtaining planning permission were discussed and would be further looked into as there were conflicting views. The Clerk and Cllr. Lowrie had optained three quotes, varying in price and material. After comparing the three quotes the Council decided that the following specifications were the best option: 6 metre flagpole; hinge-based plate with guard lock; internal halyard mechanisms and made of Aluminium. Cllr.Lowrie agreed that he would check the installation costs of the Harrison Flagpoles quotation and that of One Stop Flag Solutions. Cllr. Vaughan additionally offered to liaise with Silchester PC and Sherborne St. John PC as to the prices and specifications of the flagpoles. 

Cllrs. Vaughan and Frost left the meeting. 

008/21. Planning

009/21. Jubilee celebrations
It was confirmed that the Jubilee event would be sanctioned by the Parish Council and a sub committee had been formed to organise this.  The insurance policy for the Council had been examined and an event on the Village Green would be covered, subject to certain conditions that the Council agreed could be met. C. Kinnear thanked the Council for its support with this and confirmed that she and the subcommittee would help with liaising with various organisations prior to events over the Jubilee weekend taking place.

010/21. Parish website
It was agreed that H. Hertz would go through the website as he had identified some broken links on it. The Council accepted his kind offer to get access for C. Kinnear in order to manage non-parish council content.

011/21. Finance
a. To discuss the precept
It was agreed that the  2021-211 precept amount of £6974 would be kept the same for 2022-23 due to the healthy cash position of the Council.
b. To discuss the budget
Additional items that would impact the budget were raised (the flagpole, Jubilee celebrations) and the budget would be looked at. As mentioned, the Council did have a healthy balance and additional items could be covered. The Council had agreed to cover the inspection costs of the playgrounds from now on, which would be £300 annually. The Clerk was asked to confirm the previous year’s budget and it was agreed that the reserves would be revisited again and amended if necessary.
c. Annual review of standing orders and financial regulations
No changes had been proposed to the previous year.
d. Financial report
A copy of this had been sent to Cllr. Whitfield and Cllr. Lowrie prior to the meeting and was approved.

011. Police matters.
Last week Basingstoke and rural area community safety patrol officers dealt with 73 incidents, mainly related to incidents of rowdy and inconsiderate behaviour. With the new government ruling on groups no larger than 6 now in force, the policing team is expecting an increase in this area of work.
012.To discuss climate emergency and ways to help as a Parish.
The Clerk had been put in touch with the Climate Officer by Cllr. Kinnear and she had been due to speak to the Council. It was agreed that the Clerk should invite the Climate Officer to the next HPC meeting.
