[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of the meeting held at Hannington Village Hall on Tuesday June 7th 2019 at 7.00pm.
Apologies: Cllr. S. Taylor.
Present: Cllr. A. Lowrie (Chairman), Cllr. J. Keogh, Cllr. J. Hertz, Cllr. O. Larminie.
Also Present: Borough Councillor C. Kinnear, County Councillor R. Vaughan, Leonie Browne (Clerk).
There were 3 members of the public present.
				Annual meeting
001/19: All new Councillors signed their Declarations of Office in the presence of the Clerk.
002/19: Register of interest forms:
All Councillors were reminded that Register of Interest forms needed to be submitted and any changes reported immediately to Basingstoke & Deane Borough Council.
003/19: Election of Chairman.
Cllr. A. Lowrie was elected Chairman of the Council.
004/19: Election of Vice Chairman.
Cllr. Larminie was elected as Vice Chairman.
005/19: Election of working parties and representatives.
a.) It was agreed that the Clerk would submit planning applications on behalf of the Council, and that planning decisions would be made by the entire Council, with applications being sent to Councillors via email should an application come in between meetings.
b.) It was agreed that Cllr. Keogh would become the Highways Representative.
c.) Due to the rarity of them, it was agreed that the entire Council would examine HGV Licence applications.
d.) Cllr. Keogh agreed to become toe Countryside service team representative. It was agreed that Cllr. Hertz should remain the technology lead on the Council.
006/19: Cheque signing authority.
Cllrs. Hertz and Taylor were already authorized to sign cheques and it was agreed that Cllr. Lowrie should be added as a signatory onto the account. The Council decided that the Clerk could make a personal payment, with subsequent Council reimbursement, of up to £300 in the event of an emergency between meetings.





				QUARTERLY MEETING

007/19: Apologies for absence and declarations of interest.
Cllr. Taylor had sent his apologies. All Councillors were reminded that any changes of interest be reported to BDBC as soon as possible.
008/19: Minutes of the last meeting.
The minutes were approved and signed as a true record.
009/19: Matters arising and not appearing elsewhere on the agenda.
Cllr. Hertz read through the previous action list. The risk register had been updated and the Clerk would send a copy to all Councillors. The Clerk confirmed that a second bank account would be set up with Lloyds to allow expenditure to be transferred from it. The different types of meetings were explained to new Councillors and a provisional date of Tuesday 9th July was set for the Annual parish Meeting. Cllr. Keogh gave her apologies for missing this in advance. Cllr. Hertz reported that he had circulated a list of what the Council had achieved and sent it via Barbara Mail to residents of Hannington. The Clerk reported that she would register all new Councillors on the Planning Tracker, and Cllr. Hertz reported that he had amended the snow plan and would circulate to all.
It was agreed that Cllr. Vaughan’s report could be moved to be read out at this point due to time constraints. Cllr. Vaughan reported that Thornycroft roundabout was due to be upgraded and that works would take 9 weeks. Additionally, it was reported that HCC were debating where to make service cuts in order to meet the target of a saving of £18,000,000. Keith Mans was appointed the new leader of the HCC Police and Crime Commission, after his predecessor was deselected. 
010/19: Review and adoption of Standing orders.
a.) The Clerk suggested that all new Councillors read through Standing Orders at their leisure due to the sheer volume of data. Cllr. Hertz offered to re-read these and amend if necessary. He proposed that Councillors should give feedback on these by 22nd July 2019. The Council agreed to adopt the Standing Orders and thoroughly examine them. 
b.) All financial regulations were reviewed and agreed.
c.) The Annual Cycle of Business was agreed by all.
d.) It was agreed that the Neighbourhood Plan should be taken off Aims and Objectives but a representative of BDBC would be asked to attend the annual Parish Meeting to discuss Neighbourhood planning. This would be added to the agenda of September’s meeting.

011/19: Public Participation.
There were no requests to speak.
012/19: Finance to include current financial position and accounts from 2018-19.
 All Councillors received a copy of the financial statement 2018-2019. It was agreed to exempt Hannington PC from an Audit review It was reiterated that quarterly spreadsheet updates be produced before each meeting of the Council. It was also agreed that Cllr. Larminie be also added onto the list of signatories on the bank account.
013/19: Discuss funding.
a.) Towards a defibrillator for the Parish.
The Council agreed to maintain its position of not pursuing the purchase of a defibrillator.
b.) Funding request by Kingsclere YFC for an external defibrillator cabinet at Michael’s Field.
Cllr. Keogh requested that training be given for use of the defibrillator. The Council agreed to fund £495 towards a defibrillator cabinet. The Clerk agreed to inform St. Michael’s Hall of this.
014/19: Planning applications.
Retrospective planning applications had been sent to all Councillors.
015/19: Roads and footpaths to include Lengthsman Scheme update.
The Clerk reported that the Lengthsman funding had come in and £2250 was currently available. Councillors were reminded that 25% of this had to be spent on footpaths and a schedule of works should be agreed soon. The Clerk reported that Cllr. Vaughan had approved a joint grant application by Pamber and Hannington PC to purchase a strimmer. Cllr. Kinnear suggested that the Bridle way be looked at due to its poor state.
016/19: Police matters.
A report had been circulated to all Councillors. The Clerk agreed to send this to Cllr. Kinnear.Cllr.
017/19: Social Media to include the possibility of increasing HPC social media pages.
Councillors debated the merits of social media, but Cllr. Hertz reported reservations due to GDPR constraints. It was agreed to add this to the APM agenda.
018/19: Broadband.
Cllr. Hertz reported that the village had broadband after April and that no negative feedback had been logged. It was made clear that certain areas still could not access this, although the next phase was to target Ibworth. Cllr. Hertz reported that he was awaiting an order of cost to implement internet from Openreach and could give more detail once he had received these.
019/19: Correspondence and meetings.
All reports from external bodies had been sent to Councillors. The Clerk could be contacted by anyone for a full list of correspondence.
020/19: Borough Councillor report.
Cllr. Kinnear congratulated all new Councillors on their appointments to the Council. She reported that Ken Rattigan had been elected as leader of BDBX and that the Local Plan was in the process of being reviewed, and this needed to be completed before May 2021. Cllr. Kinnear added that the changes to bin collections would commence on 22 July 2019. The Clerk was asked to send Cllr. Hertz the link to the bin collection page of the BDBC website.
021/19: Date of next meeting and future meeting dates.
Future dates of September 10th and December 10th were agreed, although Cllr. Keogh gave her apologies for missing the September meeting of the Council.
The meeting closed at 9.23pm.
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
