
PARISH COUNCIL OF HANNINGTON (Hampshire)
Approved minutes of the meeting of Hannington Parish Council on Tuesday 21st January 2021, 7pm.

Due to COVID restrictions, this meeting was held remotely via Zoom.

001/21: The Chairman welcomed all. No changes to declarations of interest were made. Cllr. Kinnear and Cllr. Taylor had apologised in advance for her absence.

002/21: County Councillor’s report.
Cllr. Vaughan had sent a copy of his report to all Councillors prior to the meeting. He reported that the UK was not yet at the peak of infection rates and expressed frustration at people flouting the rules. 65% of the cases were made up of the new variant of COV-ID. He added that Hampshire County Council had faced a bill of £210 million but this had been reduced by £160 million by using reserves and other funding. At the time of writing, he was unsure if local elections would be going ahead. Recycling centres remained open. Cllr. Lowrie asked it to be noted that there was a local group of volunteers happy to help those without transportation attend GP surgeries or vaccination centres to get vaccinations. Cllr. Vaughan added that Basingstoke Fire Station had been used as a vaccination centre.

003/21:  Draft minutes for approval.
Cllr. Larminie noted a typing error in minute 008. This was amended and the minutes were approved as a true record.

004/21: Matters arising from the above meeting if not covered on the agenda.
No matters were raised.

005/21: Open forum
	
006/21: Roads, footpaths and bridleways.
 Cllr. Keogh reported that the owner of Hannington House had found someone to repair the gates, that had been the subject of a complaint. She added that at present, the footpaths were extremely wet, but this cannot be helped. Cllr. Lowrie mentioned that local farmers had commented on the volume of people walking and subsequently widening and muddying the footpaths, although Cllr. Keough noted that there seemed to be fewer people walking around than the last lockdown. The Clerk noted that the lengthsman funding needed to be spent (£500 on footpaths) and asked Cllr. Vaughan if he thought that the scheme would continue next year. Cllr. Vaughan reported that the lengthsman scheme would remain next year and the Parish Lengthsman would also be trained to work on Highways. 

007/21:  Planning. Cllr. Lowrie reported that the Council was still awaiting a final decision on the PIP application but nothing new had come in.

008/21:  Finance
Cllr. Lowrie reported that Cllr. Larminie had finally been approved for online banking so a test payment would be made tonight.

b. To discuss the precept for 2021-22. 
Last year the precept was £6974. It had not been raised from the previous year. Cllr. Lowrie recommended that the precept be frozen due to the current circumstances that residents were in. This was unanimously agreed.

c. To discuss the budget. 
Councillors were invited to submit any suggestions or additions that they would like included on the budget which would be finalised next week at a finance meeting.

d. To discuss replacement of the Parish laptop. It was agreed that the Parish laptop would be replaced and the Clerk would research quotes for this. 

e. Annual review of standing orders and financial regulations, to include updating financial regulations to include online banking and payments.  The Clerk had reviewed all standing orders 
and financial regulations and these were distributed to all Councillors to approve. She had amended the financial regulations to include the Council’s use of online banking.

009/21. Police matters. The Clerk had requested that a Police representative attend a meeting but at present this would not be feasible due to the immense workload the police were experiencing. Cllr. Lowrie noted that reports of dog thefts were increasing and advised all residents to be vigilant and aware of online or telephone scams.

010/21:  Coronavirus update.
This was covered under Cllr. Vaughan’s report. Cllr. Lowrie reported that there was a good local infrastructure in place to aid anyone in the Village with transport or shopping.

011/21: Borough Councillor’s report.
Cllr. Rhatigan reported that as of Monday, 84% of the Borough’s care home residents had been vaccinated and over 70% of the over 80s. There were four delivery points for vaccinations; The GP hubs; the hospital hubs; The vaccination centre and various pharmacies. Despite the positive action being taken and good numbers, hospital deaths had risen steeply.
Cllr. Rhatigan also reported that the Police were making more visits to Hannington than ever and the rural coverage was much greater. This is, in part, due to far greater numbers of people walking around the local area, often in big groups or meeting illegally.
With regards, to local elections, Cllr. Rhatigan announced that the future of these was still uncertain but promised that the Council would do all it could to enable people to vote. The budget consultations had finished and Cllr. Rhatigan reported that the additional grass cutting and rat catching costs had been dropped from the budget. He reported that the budget was balanced which was a positive thing. Finally, he noted that the use of food banks and community hubs had reduced substantially, and many people had managed to access local grants being offered locally.
